90% of our income is from student fees / loan income, with 10% of our income coming from funding 
body grants - this comes from the Office for Students and the Education & Skills Funding Agency.

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How do we spend our money? 

 

All of our income is spent at the University Centre to deliver teaching and learning, deliver support 
services, and provide teaching, learning spaces as well as recreational space for our students. 

Over the last 5 years we have invested heavily in our multi-million-pound University Centre, which 
offers a dedicated place of study for those on our degree programmes. During the 2023/24 
academic year, the organisation invested an additional £246k in its facilities to include the creation 
of an aspirational and industry-standard engineering and computing lab.  The creation of this area 
serves to enhance student experience and to deliver positive graduate outcomes which shall meet 
the specialist skills needs of industry and employers, thereby increasing the number of students 
entering graduate level employment:

• Access for students to a dedicated Student Services Team:
